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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2009, when he was in Florida.  The patient was assaulted by another individual with a fistfight.  The patient got hit in the head many times by fists.  The patient tells me that he got hit in the head.  He had a broken nose.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that he does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  He thinks as at least 5 to 10 minutes.  The patient was subsequently taken to the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The second episode was in 2019, the patient was in New Mexico.  Again, the patient was assaulted by three people.  The patient was assaulted and got multiple blows to the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He does not know the exact length he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the paramedics already arrived.  The patient got his three teeth broken from that.  The patient had severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented when he woke up.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has headaches almost a lot.  The patient has ringing in the ears and tinnitus symptoms in the ears.  The patient also has memory problems.  He has difficulty with remembering events.  The patient also feels depressed and anxious.  The patient was diagnosed with depression and anxiety according to him.
The patient is currently an aircraft structural maintenance person.  The patient is working for the Air Force.  He tells me that his symptoms are not significantly affecting his job.
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
