REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

She was given refill as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60. The patient and I had a discussion about the level of the medication she has taken for number of years. She states she is not ready to go down as yet. She is afraid she may go back to what she used to do before.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
