This is a 59-year-old gentleman with multiple medical issues and problems who was seen for his hypertension, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, PVD severe, was referred back here today for followup of peripheral vascular disease and a repeat ultrasound of his issues from last year.

He has peripheral vascular disease from last year.

His carotids appear to be still the same. He does have PVD in the lower extremity. Echocardiogram is minimal change. Liver shows fatty liver. Gallbladder is removed. Prostate enlarged as before. No sign of DVT noted. Echocardiogram minimal change. His bladder shows no lesions and I am awaiting the blood work to go over his blood tests as soon as they come back, but findings were discussed with the patient at length today before leaving as well. He was told by his cardiologist to come back. He has not seen a cardiologist for four years. I told him it is important for him to go see the cardiologist because he does have symptoms of intermittent claudication and loss of strength in his legs 5 in one and 1 in the other one, but he states he does not want to. He feels like he is getting the best treatment. He is improved. He is able to walk 100 yards now without any problems where he could not even walk 100-feet before. I told him nevertheless he needs to be under the care of a cardiologist and he does not want to do that at this time.
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
