PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Full range of motion of the right knee without definite tenderness and without impairment of elevation or flexion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup right knee injury without residual.
