The patient presents with some worsening of cough the past two days, with barking type cough, without shortness of breath, per mother, worried relative with RSV.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative as before.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than exposure of RSV.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Slight barking cough noted without respiratory distress. Lungs are clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

RSV was obtained, which was negative.

PLAN: The patient was given nebulizer treatment in the office with some increased activity with questionable benefit. Treated with observation and with addition of nebulizer to take with albuterol, to continue azithromycin as given previously, to follow up with PCP or here if needed, with respiratory precautions.
