PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ tenderness diffuse and slightly increased in the right lower quadrant without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep and COVID testing. The COVID testing was positive for COVID.

IMPRESSION: Probable gastroenteritis with nausea and vomiting, also with COVID probably resolving.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zofran. Take fluids and clears for the diet with followup with PCP.
