The patient was seen on 12/05/2024 with history of vomiting three times this morning and parent states he had left school the past three days, not eating well for four days per history. Parent reports history of vomiting x 3 today with decreased appetite for the past three days with soft stools.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: With questionable tenderness without rebound or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had a strep testing performed which was negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Vomiting with viral syndrome.

PLAN: Advised to increase fluids, go to emergency room if necessary. Given prescription for Zofran. Follow up as above.
