CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of sore throat, trouble talking, hard to swallow, coughing up mucus for the past three days, needs refill of albuterol and replacement of breathing machine.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat described as severe for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of increased blood pressure and sees a doctor without Rx.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal edema. Neck: 2+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Labile hypertension and severe tonsillitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM with amoxicillin for 10 days. Advised to come back in the morning for reevaluation. Monitor blood pressure. Probably, repeat Rocephin in the morning if returns. Given prescription for nebulizer with albuterol inhaler.
