The patient has a bad abscess to the right upper tooth for the past several days with moderate to severe pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild to moderate distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted severe cavity to the right upper incisor. Remainder of teeth appeared intact. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Abscess tooth right upper jaw.

PLAN: The patient was given Toradol 60 mg IM with Rocephin 1 g, with prescription for Augmentin to take for 10 days. Follow up with PCP. Referral to dentist as soon as possible following antibiotics.
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
