PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. No evidence of delusions or homicidal or suicidal ideation. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Diabetes type II, hypertension, depression, and ADHD.

PLAN: The patient is given a refill on his metformin for the month. Follow up with psychiatrist and PCP over the next several weeks. He states he is getting insurance in one month.
