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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2020, the patient was at Twentynine Palms in California.  The patient was training for firing rockets.  The patient tells me that he was firing rockets on his shoulder.  It was a training exercise as an infantry.  He tells me that he fired many rockets that day.  Every time the rocket was firing, the patient got headaches, confused and disorientation.  As a matter of fact, the patient was unable to speak clearly after those rocket firing training exercises.  His colleague was not able to understand what he was saying that day because he was so confused and disoriented.  As a matter of fact, the patient carried out these firing training exercises for 10 to 15 times.  Every time this happens, the patient gets confused and disoriented because the rocket was so loud next to his ear on his shoulder.
The patient also tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury resulted in 2022, at Bridgeport, California.  The patient tells me that it was in the wintertime.  There was snow and ice on the road.  The patient basically slipped and fell on the road as he was walking.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he does not remember what happened until the paramedics arrived.  He thinks he was out of consciousness for at least 10 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was not able to follow commands.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient had pain and headache symptoms for the next few days.

Since these events, the patient has chronic headaches.  He would have headaches a lot.  He would have headaches every weekly.  The patient has loss of memory deficits.  He has significant short-term memory.  The patient would have also concentration and focus difficulties.  The patient has insomnia and sleep problems.  The patient is not able to sleep through the night.  The patient also has mood swings.
The patient is currently working as a manager for O’Reilly Auto Parts.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to focus on his job.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient does not remember his task duties.  He needs to write things down all the time.  It is affecting his performance.  The headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  These symptoms are definitely deteriorating his job performance.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2020, at Twentynine Palms, California, the patient has firing and shooting rockets, on his shoulder.  The patient tells me that every time there is an explosion, it was very loud to the point that he got confused and disoriented.  He also has significant headache.  The patient has difficulty speaking each time he fired a rocket.  He tells me that the shockwaves are significantly causing his headaches and confusion.  It is my opinion that the shockwaves and the repetitive explosions on his shoulders firing rockets, are causing his traumatic brain injury symptoms including chronic headaches, concentration difficulty, focus difficulty, sleep disturbance and memory loss.
The patient also has another episode in 2022, when he was in Bridgeport, California.  The patient slipped and fell and hit the back of the head during the winter when there was snow and ice on the road.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not remember what happened until the paramedics arrived.  He was out of consciousness for about 10 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  It is my opinion that the head injury followed by loss of consciousness and then subsequent headaches, confusion and disorientation are all signs and symptoms for a traumatic brain injury.
