MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 140/92 (the patient was given a blood pressure log to check his blood pressure on a daily basis and to return in 10 days with those numbers).
Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. He has bilateral antalgic gait.
