HISTORY: This is a 30-year-old gentleman here with frequent and painful urination. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately three days. He indicated that he had no unprotected coitus recently and stated that whenever he has coitus he uses protection. He states he has been going to the restroom to urinate more often than usual also. He denies discharge from his penis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 129/84.

Pulse is 90.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

GU: There is no discharge from his penis. No tenderness in his testicles (bilateral). No mass in his testicles. No scrotal effusion. Negative Prehn’s sign.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Dysuria.

2. Frequency.
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PLAN: The patient’s urine was sent out for chlamydia and GC. In the clinic today, he received the following injections: vancomycin 1 g IM; he has allergies to penicillin and tolerated the injection well. He was observed in the clinic for approximately 20 minutes. _______. He reports no side effects from the medication and states he is feeling little better and he is comfortable with being discharged. The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream, apply b.i.d. for 14 days, #60 g.

2. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. in the morning and two p.o. at night, #4.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was indicated on protective intercourse and advised him that we call him when the results are available.
