She requires position changing to keep her from developing ulcers on her bony areas. Appetite is down and, given the natural progression of her kidney disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. By the way, she is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent with protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss that was delineated above.
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
