Ms. Garza is an 84-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. She is being recertified today because she continues to decline. She is 84 years old as I mentioned. She is no longer oriented to person, place, or time. She only mumbles most of the time, she is nonverbal. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has urinary tract infection, which is the hallmark of end-stage dementia. Increased confusion, memory loss, sleeping 16-18 hours a day, and eating very little. Alicia is her daughter who is her primary caregiver. KPS score is at 40% and requires turning on a regular basis. She also is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live especially given her amount of weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and most recent 5-pound weight loss by the way, which is unavoidable.
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
