Donna is a 54-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient since last certification has become more dyspneic especially with exertion, now at rest. She has a KPS score of 40%. Recently, hospitalized with abdominal pain and urinary tract infection, which is common in patients with end-stage COPD. She sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. She eats very little. She drinks very little fluid. KPS score is now 40% where it used to be 50%. No longer able to use a walker or a wheelchair. The patient is expected to do poorly. She is also tachycardic and confused because of decreased perfusion, decreased appetite, and in pain requiring Norco, morphine or narcotics around the clock. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
