Other issues or other comorbidities include Alzheimer’s dementia, psychosis, protein-calorie malnutrition, physical debility, and history of low back pain. The patient has had numerous falls. She is bed bound, has a tendency to want to get up; for this reason, she now has a bed alarm. She has severe sundowner syndrome associated with anxiety and requires medication. She is very forgetful; she does not know what year it is, who she is or where she is at this time.

She has a history of hypertension, but no diabetes. She is ADL dependent. Her weight loss is unavoidable. She is not eating much. She was a heavy smoker and drinker to about 10 years ago when she quit. She has two children, she is divorced and one passed away that is provided from the record and Ms. Zee, the caretaker, today. The patient’s change in mental status and the weight loss as far as decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, and other issues including bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency are ______ as far as her senile degeneration of the brain is concerned. Given left at her own accord and the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
