This is an 84-year-old woman on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain associated with low back pain, dementia, hypertension, congestive heart failure, and renal insufficiency.

The patient has continued to lose weight; since last visit, she has lost at least 5 pounds. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is totally bed bound. No longer able to get out of the bed.

She is O2 dependent. Her O2 hovers around 89% on room air and the caretaker puts the oxygen on when she allows her. She has issues with sundowner agitation and I believe the oxygen level is actually getting better because she has lost so much weight and hypoventilation is actually improved.

She is not oriented to person, place, or time. She has severe dementia, severe loss of mentation and weight loss associated with temporal wasting, lower extremity wasting and facial and neck wasting at this time. Her seizures are controlled with the help of Lamictal. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
