The patient presents with history of dysuria for the past two days per father.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, has had cough and congestion for the past two days without temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: With questionable CVA tenderness without guarding or distress. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had a UA with limited specimen with gross hematuria with C&S to be obtained. Flu screen showed presence of type A flu.
PLAN:  The patient is given prescriptions for amoxicillin for 10 days and also Tamiflu for five days with flu precautions. Follow up with PCP for routine care. Father to bring urine specimen if unable to obtain in the office.
