The patient presents with history of fever and congestion for the past four days with decreased appetite, decreased urination per mother with temperature of 102.4 in the clinic today, given ibuprofen p.o. without change in alertness of the child. The patient had flu and strep testing performed which were negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress with decreased activity, lethargic. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and accomodation. Extraocular movements intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu and strep testing done, which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Dehydration with flu-type illness.

PLAN: Advised to go to the emergency room right away for further evaluation with dehydration.
