CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 53-year-old male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old male who reports episodes of shortness of breath beginning approximately three months ago. The symptoms occurred after making a vegetable/orange juice. He had had no chest pain or palpitations. He has had no additional symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.
2. Prediabetes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father, mother and sisters and brother all with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking, but he notes prior alcohol use. He denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Eyes: He wears glasses. He reports dryness.
Ears: He has deafness especially involving the right ear.

Oral Cavity: He has bleeding gums.

Respiratory: He has cough and wheezing.

Cardiac: He has had chest pain in the past.

Gastrointestinal: He reports heartburn and abdominal pain.
Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/79, pulse 90, respiratory rate 20, weight 229.0 pounds.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is noted to be mildly obese.
Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 80 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Dyspnea.

2. Hypertension.

3. Prediabetes.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

5. History of chest pain.

PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram and stress testing. I will see him following his stress test.
