CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 69-year-old African American male who is seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 69-year-old male who underwent routine evaluation for peripheral vascular disease. He was found to have disease involving his carotids. He stated that he has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. BPH.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Hypertension.
4. Diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Colonoscopy with polypectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 500 mg one daily, tamsulosin 0.4 mg one daily, atorvastatin 40 mg one b.i.d., losartan 25 mg one daily, and aspirin 81 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker. He notes occasional alcohol use. He further reports occasional cannabis use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had weight loss.

Skin: He has had changes in his skin.

Eyes: He wears glasses.

Psychiatric: He has history of depression.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 149/75, pulse 57, respiratory rate 19, and weight 175.8 pounds.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Possible PVD.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, PSA, echocardiogram, EKG, and stress testing. We will start him on losartan 50 mg one p.o. daily. He is to follow up in two to three months.
