Bozenna Chmielbwski has been seen in the office for many years.

She has type II, insulin treated diabetes and when seen recently her blood sugar control was a satisfactory.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Continuous glucose monitoring.

Current Medications: Basaglar 22 units in the morning, 42 units at bedtime, and 10 units before regular insulin as needed, and Ozempic 1 mg weekly.

On this visit, she had no major complaints and her blood sugars were satisfactory.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 110/54, weight 164 pounds, and BMI is 29. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c 6.7%, indicating her blood sugar control is within acceptable level.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia, and continuous glucose monitor.

The monitor was downloaded and reviewed in detail with the patient and no changes are made to her current medications.

She is advised to follow up in February 2025.

As I am retiring in March 2025, she may require followup with her primary doctor as there appears to be a lot of complications from her diabetes.
