Dear Mrs. Giese:

This is a followup for Mrs. Boehs she goes by Beth with chronic kidney disease, associated to prior leukemia lymphoma invading the kidneys biopsy proven.  Responded to chemotherapy, apparently on remission.  Last visit in May.  There has been biopsy of lung nodules, apparently adenocarcinoma.  Workup ongoing oncology.  PET scan pulmonary function test pending.  They are talking about surgery versus radiotherapy.  She denies increase of dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No pleuritic discomfort.  Has gained few pounds.  Good appetite.  Denies vomiting.  No dysphagia or diarrhea.  No changes in urination.  Minimal edema.
Review of System:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Eliquis and losartan.
Physical Exam:  Today weight 213, previously 208 and blood pressure 120/80.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are distant clear.  No arrhythmia.  Minor increase of S2.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.  Review report of the CT scan and PET scan.  Right-sided primary lung cancer.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries November; creatinine 1.28, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  GFR 43 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin.  Elevated calcium 10.6.  Liver function test not elevated.  Phosphorus in the low side.  Hemoglobin close to normal 13.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, prior leukemia and lymphoma invading the kidneys, treated with chemotherapy.  Kidney function is stable.  Leukemia and lymphoma on remission.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal acid base.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Calcium elevated question related to the new diagnosis of adenocarcinoma right lung.  Continue present losartan for blood pressure.  Emotional support provided.  Plan to see her back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
