Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Nancy who has hypertension, low magnesium with previously documented renal magnesium wasting, prior exposure to chemotherapy at the time of breast cancer.  Last visit in June.  Left breast cancer requiring surgery this past October, the right-sided 12 years ago, to start on tamoxifen.  This was a much more localized cancer comparing to the one right-sided 12 years ago.  They did not need to do axillary surgery.  Presently review of systems for the most part negative.  Denies muscle cramping.  Denies nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, Aldactone, labetalol and for reflex on Carafate.
Physical Exam:  Present blood pressure left-sided 152/76.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  I do not see much of edema.  Weight 207.
Labs:  Recent chemistries November; creatinine 1.02 baseline 0.99.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Mild anemia 12.5.
Assessment and Plan:  Normal kidney function, documented renal magnesium wasting.  Has not tolerated magnesium replacement.  Presently not symptomatic.  She will do chemistries according to her symptoms.  Any IV replacement unfortunately will be very short lived probably only hours background of diabetic nephropathy and proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  Blood pressure in the office high.  Needs to check it at home.  Recent left-sided breast cancer status post surgery.  Continue diabetes treatment.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
