This is a 67-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of endstage stroke who is being evaluated for face-to-face today. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, diabetes, bilateral osteoarthritis of the knee, pain bilaterally, high lipids and recurrent transient ischemic attacks.
One thing we noticed right off the bat is that she has lost at least 6 or 7 pounds in the past month or so. Her blood sugars have been stable because she is not eating. She is also having episodes of aspiration what she calls choking symptoms which causes her to eat very slowly. She is staying in bed 12-14 hours a day. She has paralysis to the lower extremities and no longer able to sit or stand or walk. KPS score is at 40%. She continues to decline. She requires caretaker around the clock. She is bowel and bladder incontinent of course and total ADL dependent. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
