This is an 87-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of diastolic congestive heart failure. Other comorbidities include chronic kidney disease, hypertensive heart disease and diabetes. The patient is wheelchair/bedridden. She is in stage IV of kidney failure now because of her hypertension and advanced age. She continues to live at Fountains By The Lake Nursing Facility in Houston, Texas. She is also obese, has COPD and sleep apnea. Her diabetes has caused diabetic neuropathy and pain in the lower extremity. She also has cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension and hypothyroidism. She has chronic lower extremity edema. Her KPS is at 40%. Her O2 sats only at 89% with a pulse rate of 100 today with her oxygen in place. She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. Given the natural progression of her diastolic heart failure, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
