Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Harville who has chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Has Sjögren’s and dry mouth, well controlled on medications.  No ulcers.  No dysphagia or odynophagia.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Some reflux. Constipation, no bleeding.  Some foam of the urine but no infection, cloudiness, or blood.  No major edema.  No claudication symptoms.  Anticoagulated for mechanical valves.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  For Sjögren’s on methotrexate, sulfasalazine, blood pressure Norvasc, and losartan anticoagulated with Coumadin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 216 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 148/58.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Has a mechanical valve, increased S2.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No gross edema.  It is my understanding they are going to do testing for peripheral vascular disease.

Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 1.57, which is baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.9.  Present GFR 34.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progress.  No indication for dialysis.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Blood pressure in the office fairly well controlled.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Denies any bleeding.  Exposed to Coumadin because of mechanical valves.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
