SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka is a 75-year-old Caucasian female living with her husband. She described that she has been doing overall good, not depressed, and suicidal. Medication has been helping, she likes to continue the medication. She describes when she gets upset and angry or anxious this Klonopin has been helping. She use only when she need. Currently, she is on Cymbalta 20 mg daily. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory, or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling.. She was given insight into her difficulty but she described that she has been doing fine and her husband also reported that she has been doing good. The patient has grand kids, which she has been doing baby sitting whenever she get time. Otherwise, she denies any problems with the medications or the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, no panic attack, no anxiety episodes, but she does not want to stop her Klonopin 0.5 mg and also Cymbalta 20 mg daily. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
