Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Dennis with advanced renal failure with biopsy-proven diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in August.  Denies hospital admission.  Some weight loss but states to be eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No abdominal pain or reflux.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Uses oxygen at night 2 liters.  Stable dyspnea on activity not at rest.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Uses a CPAP machine at night.  Recently urinary tract infection antibiotics.  However urine culture shows contaminant.  Has an AV fistula on the left-sided.  Review of system otherwise is negative.  Chronic back pain followed by pain clinic.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Phosphorus binder, bicarbonate replacements, diuretics diltiazem, and inhalers.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 205 pounds and blood pressure 188/72.  Left-sided AV fistula well-developed.  Lungs distant without any rales or wheezes.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.

Labs:  Chemistries, worsening creatinine 4.1 and GFR 14 stage V.  Normal sodium, potassium, and severe metabolic acidosis.  Low bicarbonate 14 with a high chloride 111.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and elevated phosphorus.  Anemia 10.1.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage V.  He has a fistula but he wants to do peritoneal dialysis.  He wants to proceed.  We are asking the surgeon to place the catheter.  Once it heals, he will start training and then treatment.  If he developed symptoms, AV fistula will be used for hemo.  Continue restricted diet and phosphorus binders.  He has severe metabolic acidosis despite bicarbonate replacement three times a day.  He denies diarrhea.  Continue management of COPD.  Continue blood pressure treatment.  No immediate need for EPO treatment.  We will see him at dialysis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
