Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate actually she does not talk.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of moderate intellectual disability and history of bipolar disorder for which she is on Depakote. She has been found to have polycythemia for last four years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. Front few teeth missing.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her WBC count was 8.2, hemoglobin has been around 16.5, hematocrit 50.6, platelet count 137, her EPO level 17, red cell folate was 1154, and JAK mutation was negative.
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DIAGNOSIS: Mild polycythemia cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Her H&H has been stable for last few years and only slightly elevated. Close followup might suffice. No further evaluation at this time might be necessary. At this point, no treatment is required. A followup in three months. A CBC would be requested and please continue baby aspirin.
