Moses Roberts has been my patient for last few years. He has severe COPD. He also has significant cardiovascular disease. The patient progressively has become extremely weak. His lung function has significantly deteriorated so now his mobility has been significantly impaired and no physical therapy or any other modality could improve his ability to walk. He requires motorized wheelchair because his upper extremities also extremely weak. The patient requires motorized wheelchair for his day-to-day activity and this has significantly improved his inability to function in daily routine activity. Manual wheelchair would not be sufficient to accomplish this goal since patient has extreme weakness. The patient also would be able to operate this since his mental capability seems to be in good standing. The patient extremity weakness is around 1 as far as his lower extremity and between 1 and 2 for upper extremity. So, I strongly recommend that he be provided with motorized wheelchair and his ability to operate seems to be fairly good.
