PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Does have diffuse, pustular, non-draining rash over trunk and back.
ASSESSMENT: Molluscum.
PLAN: Self-limiting viral rash that will resolve, explained to mother. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
