This is a 79-year-old gentleman being evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation for malignant neoplasm of prostate with bony metastasis, severe debilitation, neuropathy, hypertensive heart disease, left-sided weakness status post stroke, contracture of the upper extremity, protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, weight loss, osteoarthritis along with bony metastasis of prostate cancer, gastroesophageal reflux, and history of hyperlipidemia. This 79-year-old gentleman used to be a construction worker, is blind in his left eye, has difficulty with movement because of his contracture, has lost weight; he is not eating as much. His daughter is his caretaker. He has cough, congestion, shortness of breath, weight loss, total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence.

MEDICATIONS: Medications which are used for blood pressure control include valsartan, clonidine and Lipitor for hyperlipidemia along with Celebrex and Flomax for bone pain, leg pain, DJD and BPH.
The patient was found to have O2 sats of 90% with a heart rate of 100.

The patient’s weight loss is deemed to be unavoidable given his history of prostate cancer along with COPD and neuropathy and pain related to bony metastasis. Overall prognosis remains quite poor, expected to do poorly. He has a KPS score of 40%. He most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
