A 74-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with Alzheimer's dementia. He is now completely nonverbal. He is ADL dependent, obviously bowel and bladder incontinent. He is eating very little. He initially had lost almost 30 pounds. He continues to lose weight on regular basis. He requires high doses of Seroquel and lorazepam to keep his agitation under control. He has severe sundowner syndrome. He also has history of hypertensive heart disease, age-related debility, unsteadiness, no longer able to walk without help, hyperlipidemia, history of falls, urinary tract infection, and depression. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. He used to babble, but he is not making any sound at this time except when he gets agitated. Given the worsening of his symptoms, decreased mentation, the fact that now he is nonverbal, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, high doses of medication to control his symptoms, he most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
