This is a 62-year-old woman who is being evaluated today for hospice face-to-face evaluation.
The patient is currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of bone and articular cartilage. She has severe pain, anxiety, insomnia, muscle weakness, abnormal gait, anemia, general debility, and history of CVA along with depression. One thing we noticed as soon as I walk in the door is the fact that she is now totally and completely bedbound, ADL dependent, she is crying in pain. Her blood pressure is 170/90. She states she is out of her pain medication. I spoke to her DON who states that the patient is out of her pain medications early and this needs to be discussed with the medical director for better pain control.
The patient also has lost weight. She weighs about 90 pounds now. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her O2 sat today was at 96% with 3 L of oxygen. The patient has hypoventilation because of her pain issues and is bedbound because of her severe pain and a CVA in the past.
The weight loss is unavoidable. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this woman. The patient has definitely taken a turn for worse. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Findings were reported to Shakira who would discuss this with the medical director regarding a different pain management regimen.
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
