This is a 76-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, kidney failure stage IIIB, parkinsonism, osteoarthritis, schizophrenia, dementia, anxiety, O2 dependency, right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension.
The patient’s pain appeared to be controlled.

Caretaker tells me that she is eating very little. She has also lost weight; at least 3 to 4 pounds in the past six weeks. She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has symptoms of neuropathy related to hepatitis C. Her KPS score is 40%. Her FAST score is 6C. Appetite is diminished. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, sundowner syndrome severe, and ADL dependency. O2 saturation is at 92% with a heart rate of 98 on 2 L of oxygen. The patient’s parkinsonism also causes aspiration which causes her to eat very slowly and results in weight loss. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Once again, bowel and bladder incontinent, unavoidable as well as weight loss and ADL dependency which appears to be worsening as the hallmark of her disease process.
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
