This is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with hypertensive heart disease associated with heart failure. She also suffers from atrial fibrillation, idiopathic progressive neuropathy, weight loss, hyperlipidemia, and hypothyroidism. The patient has an implantable defibrillator and status post angioplasty.

This patient is being seen for face-to-face today. The provider states that the patient is short of breath. Her notes indicate that her previous EF was at 25% which is probably worse now. She belongs to American Heart Association Class IV. She is O2 dependent with O2 sats of 93% and heart rate of 100. She has pedal edema related to right-sided heart failure. The patient also has weight loss. She has cardiac cachexia, ADL dependency and wears a diaper. As far as her orthopnea and PND is concerned, she sleeps on three pillows. KPS score is 40%. She cannot take care of herself, bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependency is related to her weakness. Her atrial fibrillation is also causing loss of cardiac output which contributes to her weakness as well. Her weight loss is unavoidable. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
