Mr. Joseph is a 77-year-old gentleman on hospice with COPD. He also suffers from senile dementia. He does not drink alcohol. He has extensive history of smoking in the past, but currently nonsmoker. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He has agitation, sundowner syndrome, anxiety, hypertension, right-sided heart failure, protein-calorie malnutrition, osteoarthritis, and weight loss. The patient also has issues with pain, requires Norco at least four times a day along with amlodipine to control his symptoms of pain. He is tachycardic. He has severe weakness, pretty much bedbound staying about 12-14 hours in bed, increased confusion, and KPS score of 40%. Confusion is related to his atherosclerotic vessel changes in the brain as well as hypoxemia. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
