Ms. Brooks is an 84-year-old woman that resides at home with Tamera, her sister who is her primary caregiver. She suffers from Alzheimer's dementia. She has been getting up less and less because of frequent falls. She has issues with hypotension especially with autonomic dysfunction causing her blood pressure to drop which is most likely related to her Alzheimer's dementia. She has more memory loss, increased agitation, and decreased appetite. She has weight loss. She is staying in bed now 12-16 hours a day. Weight loss is around 3-4% per her daughter. Again, she is on hospice because of Alzheimer's dementia. Other comorbidities include age-related physical debility, chronic pain, polyarthritis, anxiety disorder and sundowner syndrome. The patient also has weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency, KPS score of 40% and worsening symptoms of dementia that was noted above. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has severe muscle wasting in the lower extremities and the temporal region. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
