HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-month-old little boy. Mother brings him in as followup. Apparently, he went to another facility next door approximately four or five days ago, was treated there, given some amoxicillin and nebulizer and she came here for followup.
Apparently, he has not gotten much better. He was given amoxicillin, but the mother states every time she attempts to give that medication, he vomits and so she is unable to get that into his system.

A little bit of diarrhea per the mother, diminished appetite as well. No inconsolable crying. He does have periods of play well. He does take fluids well.
His current weight today is 28 pounds. So, he tolerates fluids very well.
No other issues. I have asked mother about review of systems. He does not verbalize anything else is wrong with the exception of the chief complaint which is cough, fatigue and she suspects sore throat.
Severity mild to moderate. He has a temperature today, fever of 102.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He does seem alert, tracks well with his eyes. He predictably gets upset as I approach and he cries upon examination, but he does not look as though he is in any acute distress or any pain. He has no problems breathing.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membranes do show erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

We did a strep test as well as a COVID test and a flu test. The strep test came back positive for streptococcal type A. He was negative for flu and COVID.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute streptococcal sore throat. The patient will be given Rocephin 500 mg as an injection, also to be followed by amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days #100 mL. I have also told the mother via an interpreter that it is strategic for her to make sure he gets this medication into his system, possibly she can dilute it with some type of other liquid so that he can tolerate taking that medication. The mother verbalized understanding. She can use antipyretics over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin as needed as well. She is to monitor his symptoms for improvement and return back to clinic in a couple of days if needed.
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
