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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2022, at Camp Lejeune, the patient has sustained multiple head injury.  The patient tells me that he was playing football.  The patient tells me that it is a contact sport.  The patient got hit in the head many times.  He gets hit so many times in the head he does not remember.  There were many head-to-head injury.  There was head-to-head contact a lot.  The patient tells me that he was doing tackling and blocking.  The patient remembers that there were two times that he lost consciousness completely.  He does not remember the exact date.  However, he got hit and fell to the ground.  He was out of consciousness for about 20 minutes each time.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was nauseous.  The patient was vomiting.  He had a severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  This happened twice.  He tells me that every time he had head injury.  He would have severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  However, there were two times that he remember that he had loss of consciousness completely.
The patient currently has significant memory deficit.  His memory is very poor.  The patient has constant headaches on almost everyday basis.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has poor vision. The patient has difficulty reading.  The patient tells me he has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient is currently not employed.  The patient is currently unemployed.  He is homeless.  The patient was in accounting for The Marines. The patient tells me that when he was working for The Marines, the patient significant difficulty with reading numbers.  The patient would mix up numbers.  The patient has difficulty reading reports.  The patient has difficult to use the computer and looking at computer monitors.  It would provoke headaches.  His headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to do his work effectively.
