The patient is currently already on amoxicillin for removal of a skin tag; she just started amoxicillin yesterday and her symptoms started about two days ago and she has been taking Tylenol as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD and cancer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, cholecystectomy, left ankle, and left knee.
ALLERGIES: LEVAQUIN and ADHESIVE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
LABS: Testing in office, flu and COVID, both are negative.

ASSESSMENT: Upper respiratory infection, cough, and postnasal drip.
PLAN: Since she is already on amoxicillin, we will not change the antibiotic. We will add Bromfed for symptom management. The patient advised to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
