HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 67-year-old gentleman. He is a disabled veteran. He used to work in Wal-Mart and Sam’s Club. He is widowed. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He lives alone. He was just recently diagnosed with mesothelioma. He has had one treatment and is undergoing active treatment at this time.
PAST MEDICAL / SURGICAL HISTORY: Positive HIV. Positive hypertension. Positive BPH. Positive coronary artery disease status post two stents in his heart. Positive newly diagnosed mesothelioma. Positive knee replacement. Positive history of pleural effusion. Recent hospitalization for a week because of pleural effusion related to mesothelioma status post one treatment.
MEDICATIONS: Flomax 0.4 mg once a day, folic acid 1 mg a day, Lasix 20 mg a day, Norco 5/325 mg p.r.n., melatonin 5 mg a day, aspirin 81 mg a day, Lipitor 80 mg a day, Biktarvy one tablet a day, calcium, Lexapro 10 mg a day, and Proscar 5 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID and flu immunizations up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of aneurysm. Father died of CHF.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is thin. He is short of breath. He has got decreased weight, appetite. He is not using oxygen. His O2 sat stable at 94%. He has had no nausea or vomiting. Shortness of breath is related to both mesothelioma and his history of COPD. He is not a drug user. His HIV was contracted through sexual contact and his viral RNA negative at this time. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/85. Pulse 77. O2 sat 94%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Very thin lower extremity noted. Numerous tattoos noted on the skin, upper arms.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 67-year-old gentleman with recently diagnosed with mesothelioma, pleural effusion; recent hospitalization because of pleural effusion, BPH, hyperlipidemia, positive HIV, and low calcium. The patient has undergone one treatment for mesothelioma. The VA is in the process of providing him provider services and home health. He is not a candidate for palliative or hospice care at this time.
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
