An 86-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer's dementia.
The patient is being seen for face-to-face today. She suffers from anemia, osteoporosis, and hypothyroidism. The patient did have a wound on her sacrum which is now healed. The only wound is the left foot over the bunion area, does not appear to be infected.
Her MAC is now at 20; down from 23 to 20.3 and now 20. Her appetite is diminished. She has contractures. Norma, her daughter, is the primary caregiver. She has a FAST score of 7D. KPS score remains at 40%. Vital signs are as follows: Blood pressure 122/60. Respirations 16. Temperature 96.8. O2 sat 96%. Pulse 70.
The patient is going to respite care for five days at this time.
The patient is tolerating small amount of whey protein with Ensure Plus which is helping to prevent breakdown. She also requires turning on regular basis to also prevent breakdowns. She is ADL dependent total, bowel and bladder incontinent obviously with contractures of the lower extremity. The weight loss is unavoidable. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
