She is not hearing any voices or having any paranoid delusion. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any side effect of the medication. She is low on medication that is why she is taking very rigorously and minimum dose as possible. She is on fluphenazine 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. The patient has history of schizophrenia and since she has been taking this medication, she has been feeling well involved in daily activities, working, and has been in office. She has been compliant with the milieu as the treatment. She has been happy, pleasant, cooperative, and attentive. No irritability or agitation. Judgment and insight is improved. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.
