Gary Ball was seen for followup evaluation.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Thyroid nodule, which was previously biopsied and thought to be benign.

On this visit, there are no major complaints.

He has had problems with both shoulders and is being evaluated for disability.

General review is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 179 pounds, and BMI is 25.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Thyroid function test satisfactory with TSH 1.5.

IMPRESSION: Asymmetric thyroid nodule, with normal thyroid balance, history of hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

I have asked that he continue to follow with his primary physician as I retire at the end of March 2025.
