PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medication: Levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 212 pounds, and BMI is 29.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent TSH is 2.14, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with normal thyroid balance.

I have asked that he continue the current program and follow with his primary doctor as I retire at the end of March 2025.
