Brendan Cummings had been seen in the office for number of years.

He has type I diabetes, which has been treated with an insulin pump. Currently, he is on the AI directed Ilet pump and is on continuous glucose monitoring.

On this visit, he had no major complaints and his blood sugar control appears to be a satisfactory.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/58, weight 176 pounds, and BMI is 24. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

His recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.7% and he follows with the eye specialist for asymptomatic background retinopathy. Overall, he is doing extremely well at the present time with satisfactory control and lack of progressive complications.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes in good control, long-term insulin ministration, insulin pump therapy, asymptomatic background retinopathy.

As I am retiring at the end of March 2025, he will require referral to another endocrinologist for further instruction and management of his type I diabetes.
