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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2023, the patient was on board at the USS Roosevelt.  The patient was working in supply work.  The patient was carrying some equipments, the patient was climbing up the ladder well.  As he climbed up, the patient hit the crossbeam.  There was a large metal crossbeam that hurt his front of the head.  The patient tells me that the front of the head hit the crossbeam.  The patient immediately fell down the stairwell.  The patient sat in the bottom of the stairwell.  The patient has confusion and disorientation and severe head pain.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient, however, had nausea.  The patient was spacing out.  The patient was very confused and had severe headache for the next several days.  The patient is seeing medical doctor on board.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since the event, the patient has recurrent pulsating headaches.  The patient has almost every day headaches.  The patient has nausea.  He has got poor memory.  Specifically short-term memory is very poor.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient also has vomiting.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.
The patient used to work for the Navy for the Air Force in the supply work.  However, the patient has significant symptoms affecting doing his work.  Specifically his memory problem, constant headache causing significant difficulty to focus.  The brain fog also affecting him to focus on work.  The patient is currently planning to go back to school.
